"Christians need to remember the ultimate, “bottom-line,” purpose of 'end times' passages: to make us better Christians here and now. Careful study of 'end times' passages in the Bible is, of course, appropriate and necessary. And our own human curiosity naturally leads us to speculate about just how and when the events those passages teach will actually take shape in history. But we must not study the 'end times' for its own sake or for the gratification of our curiosity. Christians bitten by the 'end times bug' usually end up with vision problems—a tunnel vision in which all they see is 'the last days.' We must never forget, as Peter makes clear in verse 11, that biblical eschatology is to stimulate in believers a holy and godly lifestyle. In fact, you will find no passage in the New Testament on the last days that does not have that kind of specific, practical focus."  ~ Douglas Moo
